In a housing and neighborhood revitalization project, the project area will usually cover an entire 
neighborhood. In these cases, a single project sign may not be appropriate. The City of Havre's 
East End housing rehabilitation project places signs on the lawns of homes being rehabilitated 
throughout the CDBG project. An example of the Havre project signs, with black block letters on a 
white background, read:
